The Law - Part 5, Section 5.8 of the Alberta Fire Code, governs fireworks. /?

Fireworks cannot be discharged anywhere in Alberta without a permit.
To obtain a permit you should call the Fire Chief of the municipality where you intend to buy or discharge the fireworks.
The Fire Chief can advise you whether you need a permit from a Forest Officer once he or she is aware of the location you
intend to use for discharge.

If the municipality does not have a fireworks permit process or does not otherwise provide permission for discharge, you
cannot discharge the fireworks in that municipality.
